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ABSTRACT

The purpose of this research was to study the listening and speaking abilities of
pre-school children using media to tell the story from the apron. Samples used in this research
were 20 boys and girls, 4-5 years of age, of kindergarten 1 at Watnamtao School under the Office
of Ayutthaya Education Area 2, in second semester of the 2010 academic year. They were
selected using simple random sampling method. The experiment using the media to tell the
story from the apron was carried out 24 times within a period of 8 weeks - 3 days per week and
25 minutes per day. The instruments used in this study were the lesson plans for the use of the
media to tell the story from the apron, and a test of listening and speaking abilities with 30 items.
The validity of the whole test was .88 and the reliability of the whole test was .75. The
experiment followed single—group pre-test—post-test design. The data were analyzed using
dependent sample t-test.

The results of the study were as follows:

Over all, the average difference for scores of listening ability after the use of the media
for apron story telling techniques was 4.95. When considering each aspect it was found that the
average score of the sound differentiation was 1.35 higher. in the aspect of story listening ability
was 1.95 higher, and in the aspect of instruction following was 1.65 higher. The average scores
in all areas of listening ability were higher than the average scores tested before the experiment,

with the statistical significance level of P <.01.



For speaking ability, the average difference for scores was 5.60. When
considering each aspect, it was found that the average score in the aspect of vocabulary
was 1.35 higher, in the aspect of sentence level speaking ability was 2.15 higher, and in
the aspect of story sequencing was 2.10 higher. The average scores in all areas of
speaking abilities were higher than the average scores tested before the experiment with
the statistical significance level of P <.01. These results showed that the use of the media
to tell the story from the apron could obviously increase the listening and speaking

abilities of pre-school children both in general and in each area.
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
